Do you know Chirripó National Park?  
 

This is one of Costa Rica’s wildest national parks, but relatively accessible by foot. The number 

one attraction in Chirripó National Park is climbing “Cerro Chirripó Grande”, the highest peak 

in Costa Rica. The views are spectacular, on a clear day, you can see the Pacific Ocean and 

the Caribbean Sea simultaneously, so do not forget your camera. 

It is long (15 km), and steep (nearly 3,000 meters) in elevation gain, but there are mountain 

huts (shelters) where you can spend the night, so you do not have to carry a tent. To protect 

the fragile ecosystems, camping is not allowed, except at the designated campground on the 

Herradura trail.  

You can stay overnight in the shelters inside the park (reservations required). The first shelter 

is at Llano Bonito, not quite halfway up. The second, and main shelter about two kilometers 

from the peak is the “Centro Ambientalista El Paraíso”. The 

third shelter is in the “Valle de las Morenas” a few kilometers 

north of Chirripó.  All require reservations. Outside the park, 

many lodging options exist in and around “San Gerardo de
